Protecting the logo

To protect the clarity and
visual integrity of the logo, it
has an exclusion zone. It must
always appear legibly on a clear
background.

This clear space is defined by the
height of the capital S of ‘Support’

This clear space should be applied
on all four sides of the logo.
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Clergy Support Trust — Brand Guidelines

Placement

The logo lock-up must always be
placed at the top left hand corner of
your design or graphic device. This rule
applies to both portrait and landscape
designs.

Recommended sizes

The minimum sizes for the logo lock-up
is set at 23mm for print applications
and 145px for digital applications
respectively. To ensure legibility,
especially with printed materials,
graphic devices should never appear

at sizes smaller than this.
